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FOREWARD
Bioinformatics is now on a growth phase. The BTISnet of the department of

biotechnology is currently focusing on implementation of theme based Bioinformatics
R&D programs by pooling expertise in different fields of modern biology and
biotechnology. Cell Biology and Systems Biology are going to be the trends of
bioinformatics applications towards drug discovery and development.  It is expected
that 60 percent of cost savings and about 30 percent of time savings would be
possible in the drug development process through the bioinformatics usage. This
allows research organizations to eliminate several combinations of target molecules
at the simulation stage itself there by reducing number of potential targets that
have to be validated in the laboratory.  Also traditional wet-lab methods are unable
to handle huge amount of data being generated from genomics, proteomics and
related research areas. Hence bioinformatics plays an increasingly significant role
in managing and harvesting valuable knowledge from the volumes of data generated
with the help of high throughput technologies which are now routinely used in
biotechnology R&D and manufacturing laboratories.

Since 1986, the DBT is constantly promoting bioinformatics in the country.
Initially the emphasis was on infrastructure creation, human resource development,
resource building and integration.  The department is now encouraging consortium
based R&D projects like Bioinformatics applications on Tuberculosis, Kala-azar,
Rice, Mango etc. These projects are being implemented in association with the
Ministry of Health, ICMR and ICA.  The Bioinformatics will help in integration of
vast primary information resources for extracting in-depth knowledge which are
otherwise not possible by other means.  The knowledge which is generated out of
bioinformatics shall be validated in association of wet-lab experimental biologists
for practical applications

In order to strengthen bioinformatics capabilities in the country the BTISnet
centres are conducting various short term training courses which are collated and
given in this publication.  A total of 104 training courses are proposed to be conducted
in this financial year.  We hope that these courses will be highly useful for the
scientific community.

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PREFACE
The need of bioinformatics tools and expertise has increased as several genome

sequencing projects have resulted in an exponential growth of sequence based
information resources.  Knowledge Discovery from Data (KDD) which is a new term
used in bioinformatics helping to extract interesting nontrivial, implicit, previously
unknown and potentially useful information from data. The Biotechnology Information
System Network (BTISnet) of the Department of Biotechnology is making all its efforts
towards the effective utilization of various applications of bioinformatics and
computational biology for accelerating biology and biotechnology R&D and Teaching
activities.

BTISnet is functional from the year 1986-87 and the network is covering 143
institutions spread geographically all over the country. This includes an Apex
Biotechnology Information centre at DBT, five Centre of Excellences (CoEs), ten
Distributed Information Centres (DICs), 51 Distributed Information Sub Centres (Sub-
DICs) and 76 Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facilities for Biology Teaching through
Bioinformatics (BTBI).  A super computer facility for bioinformatics and Computational
Biology is also part of the BTISnet.

Besides these the network also comprise of six Interactive Graphics Facilities,
Five Bioinformatics Long term courses and over 40 Bioinformatics R&D projects. More
than 100 Databases in different fields of Biotechnology and 50 software packages have
been developed and are made available for the open access. Over 40000 researchers and
scholars are regularly interacting with the BTISnet centres seeking various applications
of Bioinformatics. Quality Research publications are growing from India both in
biotechnology and bioinformatics with the support of BTISnet. 1500 publications have
been published from India which is exclusively from the bioinformatics field during the
last five years. Now the focus is on theme based consortium projects like TB
Bioinformatics and Rice Bioinformatics.

Bioinformatics is a multidisciplinary subject and therefore the researchers and
students are to be trained continuously to upgrade their knowledge and skills in this
area.  In view of this the BTISnet centres are conducting several short term courses
every year.  In this year a total of 104 training courses are proposed to be organized in
nine different broad areas.  “Calendar (2008-09) at a Glance” is also appended at the end
of this booklet for quick review of the training courses offered by different centres. We
are confident that the Training Calendar will be useful for availing required trainings by
the interested researchers.  Suggestions and comments on the training courses are
